Headlice

The perennial problem is very prolific in the Guildford/Dorking area at the moment and we had numerous cases reported to us at the end of last half-term.  Please look through your child’s hair very thoroughly when you wash it even if he/she does not appear to be scratching.  Look specifically for white eggs on the hair shaft around the nape of the neck and behind the ears.  Even if your child is not infected, weekly combing with a fine metal comb, available from the chemists will help to keep them ‘nit-free’.  Applying conditioner first makes this easier.

Nut Allergy Reminder
We have a child in school with a nut allergy.  We would like to remind you of this and ask for your co-operation as it is imperative that no child has nuts of any kind in their lunch box.  Even nut oil on the hands can cause a serious allergic reaction.
